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Notes of a meeting held on Monday 12th April 2010 in the Council Chambers, Cawdor Hall at 6.30pm

Caroline Roberts updated the meeting on her progress with the Heritage Lottery bid.
She reported that the guidance notes required a lot of thinking across the whole project to ensure the requirements were met and that there was no particular problem in an application.  She has met with the Heritage fund and an officer has been allocated.

She provided a list of items that needed to be discussed and the meeting progressed through the items advising Caroline Roberts where she could obtain required documents and information relating to the history of the building.  Cllr Peter Lewis and Cllr Odette Little to pick up deeds for the building.

 It was agreed that the project could be tracked in Carmarthenshire Life.
Caroline Roberts explained that the activities linked to the project were a key part of the application and that they would take place in phase two and during the development.  Key words being participation and learning.  She provided a list of some activities that had been previously muted and these were discussed; further ideas were Rag rugs, Woollen mills, HUTS, Dragon festival, Printing press, power station, archaeological digs and craft/art/pottery exhibitions.
Cllr Hazel Evans raised the idea of altering the existing toilets area to provide a single disabled toilet and use the remaining space for a tourist information point.

Caroline felt that she had sufficient information to now fill in the application and advised that it needed to come formally before the council.  It was agree that a meeting would be held on Thursday 6th May at 6:30pm in the council chambers to double check the contents of the application for formal approval at the full council meeting on 20th May.  She will arrange to circulate the document 10 days prior to the meeting on the 6th.
