This update meeting had been called to discuss with the group the final plans for submission to planning.   A number of queries were raised by the market traders about space allocation, location of toilets and detailing on the plans which were felt to be unclear.  There was discussion about the courtyard area and the good opportunity for it to be a flexible community facility.  CR answered these queries and agreed to ask the architect to indicate some of the symbols more clearly on the plans.  These would then be going on public display in the Court House/Library building along with the bilingual newsletter and a facility for written feedback.  This would be the start of the public consultation period and would also involve circulation of the newsletter to over 100 traders and public bodies in the town and within the catchment of the project, including other community councils.  The newsletter would make clear the opening times of the Library.  DA enquired about the extended history/interpretation centre and whether this was going to be manned more regularly.  CR hoped that this would give an opportunity for volunteering by various groups and that the centre would be able to be open most of the spring and summer months on a regular basis.
The date of the next meeting would be 19th April @ 6.30pm.  CR indicated that this would be a longer meeting as a full progress report would be presented.
